HEALTH AND SAFETY

wear a hat will be restricted to the shaded areas during recess and lunch
breaks. During sport they will be placed in a supervised, shaded area.

e Appropriate sports shoes or sandals with backs.

e Limited items of jewellery can be worn: earrings (studs or sleepers) and a
watch.

e Long hair (shoulder length) is to be tied up.
